
Getting Started—logging in.

1. Find the ChemSense icon, and double click….this opens up Chemsense.

2. Log in to ChemSense with the username and password your teacher gives to you.

Drawing in ChemSense—2 Water molecules
1. Select New Item from the File menu.
2. You will be prompted to choose an item type you want to work on.  Select Drawing.
3. A drawing window will pop up, and this is your canvas…here we go, Michelangelos!
4. The first thing you need is an atom or two.  Notice all the drawing tools available to you in the left corner.  
5. Click on the H button and the periodic table will appear.  You may choose whatever element you want by clicking on the element and then clicking on Select.
a. Select oxygen, and then click on your canvas.  A red oxygen should appear.  Draw five oxygens by clicking four more times on the canvas.

b. To delete an atom, select the atom by clicking on the top left hand corner button that contains an arrowhead and a plus sign.  This is your selection tool when it comes to your drawing.  After the selection button is darkened, click on one of the five atoms on your canvas that you wish to delete.   With it selected, go to the Edit menu and select Delete.  Do this three more times so that there are only 2 oxygens on your canvas.

6. Draw in four hydrogens to your canvas.

7. Chemically bond the hydrogens and oxygens by selecting the single bond icon which is the middle drawing tool in the second row.  Connect the atoms so that you end up with two water molecules.
8. You can group your drawing so that you can duplicate whatever you have drawn as a whole rather than always starting with atoms.  Group one water molecule by highlighting the selection tool.  Then click on your canvas to encompass one water molecule that you want to group together.  Once you have done this, go to the Arrange menu, and choose Group.
9. From the Edit menu, choose Duplicate and click on your canvas two times.  You should have added two more water molecules to your canvas.
10. Text can be added to your picture for future explanations you will be providing me.  To add text to your picture, select the text tool with is the T button.
11. Type in whatever you want to say about your drawing, and then select OK.
12. Click on your canvas and your text should appear.  Play around with the options to edit the color, font, and the background fill of your text box.
13. At this point you should have four water molecules and some text on your canvas.  Title your art work and save it! 
14. With any remaining time, feel free to explore more of ChemSense, but please do not save your new work.
